with her days. Nor will any one question, who knows them well,
the hapniness of olr students in the prosnect now unfolding.
The thoughts of youth are long, long thoughte. ftener than
the world believes, there is, I doubt not, in student minds,

teneath their careless seeming, a wistful longing,an unsatis-

fied hunger, for the deep things of the Spirit; nor do 1 doubt

that this latest gift has kindled in student hearts a hope,
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vague and untormulated, perhaps, but real and rich in promise,
that with this chapel there is coming for Middlebury a new and
better order in which they are to have a part. All this is
true, yet nevertheless it is the Vaculty to,whom for years the
need must have gseemed most pressing, and to whom in consequence
the spnlendid possibilities of that new order should reveal
themselves most fully.

Archbishop Temple, himself for years a second Arnold at
Rugbty, said once to one who was reconstructing an ancient
grammar scheol, “1f I were making a school, I should create
the chapel first of all." There is no true pedagogics in
any other plan: the fear ot the Lord is the beginning of wisdom.
And I trust that in the truest sense Middlebury College, from
the very firet, has been built about her chapel; how else
account for that bead-roll of her sons whose consecrated service
in every field has been for meore than a hundred years her

a stately structure tor the effective fostering or spiritual
life; it needs rut the dream or a ladder and of angels ascend-

agpiration. Huch an embodiment eshould this structure be.

Happy this institution if the chapel we have here begun -
a chapel whose very lines, 1 trust, as they rige upon this

gsummit, may prove tor us all in the years to come a compelling

call to goodness; whose very atmosphere, I trust, may dispose
